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Persuasive Writing


WHAT:  Persuasive writing allows you to inform your reader and influence them with your point of view.  In order to persuade, or convince the reader that they should accept your opinions, you must have support for them.  

HOW:  Persuasive writers take a position: you will either be for an issue or against an issue.  The issue must be debatable.  
WHO: Keep your audience in mind.  Who will read your writing?  How do they feel about the issue/topic?
FORMAT:  Persuasive essays have an introduction, a body where you develop your opinions, and a conclusion.
